Celebrates 100 Years

Located up a winding hill in Estate Eliz-
abeth is a familiar and popular water-
ing hole and restaurant on St. Thomas. 
Sib’s on the Mountain, known simply 
as “Sibs” by the local community, has 
been around for one hundred years. 
The restaurant recently celebrated this 
notable milestone in grandiose style 
with a two-day event coinciding with 
Bastille Day celebrations. The mem-

orable 100th 
anniversary was 

filled with live entertainment, delicious 
food and a vibrant celebration of French 
heritage as the Sibilly family patriarch 
was of French descent.

A testament to a century of tradition, 
family, and community on St. Thom-
as, Sibs owner Leo Sibilly II shared the 
restaurant’s success is credited to its 
roots as a “family neighborhood es-
tablishment.” Sibilly revealed that “the 
family has taken care of the quality 
that has come out of the restaurant, 
but it’s mostly the neighborhood that 
has kept it going.” Sibs was original-
ly established as a grocery store and 
bar by the patriarch, Jean Joseph Si-
billy, in July 1924. A cornerstone of the 
community ever since, the establish-

ment has evolved under the steward-
ship of his son, Leo Sibilly Sr., and now 
his grandson, Leo Sibilly II. Throughout 
the years, the Sibilly family further re-
inforced their commitment to the com-
munity through the donation of land 
for a local school, baseball park and 
church.

Popular dishes at Sibs include the rib 
basket, chicken wings, mozzarella & 
pepperoni sticks and other finger foods 
from the Mountain Munchies menu. 
Their fresh salads offer something for 
those seeking a lighter fare. If you’re 
looking for a heartier bite, check out one 
of the sandwiches under the Handheld 
Heaven section or any of the entrees 
under Big Man Tings like the Chicken 
Fried Chicken, Chili-Glazed Salmon or 
the Sibs for Ribs platter.

Solarize St. Thomas

Solarize St. Thomas is committed to 
bringing affordable energy solutions to 
St. Thomas & St. John! What began as a 
group purchasing program for solar pan-
els aimed at reducing costs through col-
lective buying power has evolved into an 
initiative geared towards helping those 
who are most in need. The original goal of 
Solarize St. Thomas when it launched in 
2021 was to help lower the cost of solar 
energy and battery storage installations 
through the power of bulk-purchasing, 
educate residents about available incen-
tives and programs and make it easy to 
get a free proposal from a trusted source. 
Today, this initiative has combined forc-
es with the Rotary Club of St. Thomas 
East Eco in collaboration with the Virgin 
Islands Conservation Society and Island 
Green Living to lay the necessary ground-
work for a broader community project, the 
Share the Sun Affordable Solar Program.

Thanks to a generous $100,000 grant from 
the Community Foundation of the Virgin 
Islands, the program set out to identify 
ways in which they could bolster resilience 
in the aftermath of the devastating cate-
gory 5 hurricanes Irma & Maria. It focused 
on providing solar power to low and mod-
erate-income families most affected by 
storms and frequent power outages who 
are the least able to afford backup pow-
er solutions. Doug White, Environmental 
Sustainability Chair of the Rotary Club of 
St. Thomas East Eco declared that every-
one in the Virgin Islands should have ac-
cess to solar battery backup. “Currently, 

only those who can pay for all the equip-
ment upfront — which is essentially pay-
ing for 20 years of power in advance — 
can afford it.” 

Nature’s Generator is the portable solar 
unit provided to eligible families. It fea-
tures a 100-watt solar panel and inverter 
battery bank that is compact enough to 
be easily moved and operated and is ide-
al for elderly and handicapped residents. 
A symbiotic partnership with Community 
Action Now (CAN), a Savan-based orga-
nization, ensures the solar units reach the 
intended recipients as CAN certifies low 
and moderate-income recipients accord-
ing to federal guidelines.

The total funding for the project has 
reached $150,000, thanks to an addition-
al $50,000 from a private donor. This al-
lowed the Rotary Club to subsidize the 
cost of the solar units for approved fam-
ilies, who could purchase them for just 
$350, while other residents can buy them 
at retail for $1,200. More than 55 families 
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Rock City Road Race

For the first time ever, St. Thomas 
hosted their own bicycle race thanks 
to the Virgin Islands Cycling Feder-
ation (VICF). In the Rock City Road 
Race, cyclists were given the oppor-
tunity to earn cash prizes for com-
pleting a minimum six-mile course. 
The races began at 6am on Sunday, 
August 4th between Yacht Haven 
Grande and Crown Bay. 

Operating out of St. Croix, the Virgin 
Islands Cycling Federation was 

established 
in 1976 with the 

goal of developing talent and orga-
nizing cycling in the U.S. Virgin 
Islands. A 501 (c)(3) organization, 
VICF aims to promote cycling within 
the territory by:

1.	Coordinating and developing 
activity in the U.S. Virgin Islands 
directly relating to the sport of 
cycling.

2.	Promoting and encouraging 
public participation in cycling.

3.	Overseas representation at inter-
national competitions.

4.	Assisting individuals and organi-
zations concerned with sports in the 
development of cycling training.

VICF’s current president, Mervin 
Mills, shared  the organization’s 
desire to host a race on St. Thomas. 
“In the past, there’ve been discus-
sions about doing a race over there… 
we put it on the schedule and just 
made it happen.” According to Mills, 
VICF has cyclists in St. Thomas that 
travel to St. Croix to support and 
compete. He mentioned that having 
a race in St. Thomas allowed for dif-
ferent terrains, different features and 
a different venue.

Rock City Road Race featured differ-
ent race courses, with the shortest 
race for the junior cyclists beginning 
at Yacht Haven Grande to Crown Bay 
and back for a total of six miles. The 
other courses included the Women’s 
and Master’s races at 18 miles, the 
Sport race at 24 miles, the Expert 
race at 32 miles, and the Elite race 
at 48 miles.

VICF hosts several races each year 
where cyclists can compete for 
amazing prizes. To learn more about
