Bush Cook Chef Cook

In its seventh year, Bush Cook Chef Cook 
returns to promote local food sovereign-
ty and security in the U.S. Virgin Islands! 
Spearheaded by Dale and Yvette Browne 
of Sejah Farm VI, this local food competi-
tion is where the island’s best and bright-
est chefs use their creativity to prepare 
dishes using locally grown crops and pro-
duce available to them. With an import 
rate of over 95%, Dale stresses the impor-
tance of working towards getting number 
as close to zero as possible. “To ensure 

food sovereignty and se-
curity in the U.S Virgin Islands, we must 
learn how to own, control and consume 
our food as a community.” This year's 
event is particularly important as several 
leading universities and agricultural agen-
cies will participate, offering attendees a 
unique opportunity to learn, network, and 
gain insights into new farming techniques 
and sustainable practices.

This remarkable three-day gathering of 
farmers, chefs, universities and agricul-
tural agencies kicks off with a free com-
munity event on Friday, October 18 th at 
9am. Family-friendly activities,
food and cooking demos, elementa-
ry school cookoff, live music and school 
supplies giveaway are some of the fun that 
anchors Day 1. Viya, one of the event’s ti-
tle sponsors, will have an information tent 
complete with demos and giveaways for 
everyone to enjoy. Day 1 also focuses on 

sharing a myriad of ways to bridge the 
locally grown food gap between govern-
ment assisted nutrition programs and lo-
cal farms.

Day 2 – the main event – is the all-day 
cooking challenge where local restaurant 
owners, trained chefs and home cooks 
compete using only Virgin Islands locally 
grown ingredients and traditional cooking 
methods such as the coal pot, three stone 
setting or the pit oven. Cooking starts at 
7am and food samples are served from 
1pm for attendees. Tickets are $75 for 
adults and $25 for children 6-12 years old; 
those ages 5 and under are free to attend 
with an adult.

This year’s Bush Cook Chef Cook culmi-
nates with a six-course farm-to-table din-
ner and coordinating cocktails prepared 
collaboratively with participating chefs 
from the weekend festivities. Attendees 
are free to bring their own bottles of wine, 
spirits and beer to elevate their farm din-
ner experience. Cocktail hour starts at 
6pm with dinner seating from 7pm to 9pm. 
Advanced reservations are required due 
to limited seating availability. Tickets are 
$100 for adults; children 12 and under are 
$40.

Bush Cook Chef Cook takes place from 
Friday, October 18 th through Sunday, 
October 20 th on the 15-acre grounds of 
Sejah Farm of the Virgin Islands located 
at 9P Estate Castle Burke in Frederiksted.

Swim Race

Feel the thrill build as the waves of 
anticipation rise for the 28th Annual 
Coral Reef Swim Race. Set against 
the stunning backdrop of sunny St. 
Croix, swimmers from near and far 
gather on the island's pristine shores 
to test their endurance in one of the 
event’s one-mile, two-mile, or five-
mile races. The world-famous five-
mile race kicks off at Buck Island 
National Monument and concludes 
at The Buccaneer Beach &Golf Re-
sort’s Mermaid Beach – a route fond-
ly known as “Buck to Buc.” For the 
two-mile challenge, the starting line 
is the western side of Pull Point, while 
the one-mile race launches from the 
sandy shore of Shoy’s Beach. Re-
gardless of distance, all participants 
will finish on Buccaneer’s iconic 
palm-fringed beach, welcomed by a 
lively steel pan band, r freshments, 
and a cheering crowd.

For nearly three decades, The Bucca-
neer Beach &Golf Resort has served 
as the event’s host hotel. Steeped in 
history, this family-owned resort, es-
tablished in the 17th century, boasts 
luxurious accommodations spread 
across a sprawling 340 acre tropi-
cal haven. Guests enjoy a range of 

first-class amenities, including golf, 
tennis, three gorgeous beaches, two 
freshwater pools, a kids’ program, 
fine dining options, water sports, spa 
treatments, and a well-equipped fit-
ness center. Resort owner Elizabeth 
Armstrong, alongside fellow swim-
mer Kim Sanford, established the 
Coral Reef Swim Race in 1995. Spe-
cial discounted rates are available 
for race participants through the re-
sort’s exclusive Swim Race Pack-
age, requiring a two-night minimum 
stay and proof of race registration.

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Our Town Frederiksted

Culture, community, and collabo-
ration are at the core of Our Town 
Frederiksted, Inc. (OTF). Since its 
establishment in 1988, OTF has 
been a leading non-profit organiza-
tion in Frederiksted, St. Croix, cham-
pioning community empowerment 
and preserving the town’s historical 
landmarks. With a clear and unwav-
ering mission, OTF strives to:

1. Preserve the historical integrity of 
Frederiksted, St. Croix.

2. Revitalize Frederiksted by nur-
turing its people, businesses, and 
infrastructure.

Frederiksted is not just a town but 
a symbol of resilience and rebirth. 
Affectionately known as "Freedom 
City," the tow's history is woven with 
significant events, including the 1848 
Emancipation and the 1878 Labor 
Riot, which sparked a transformative 
fire. Out of the ashes, Frederiksted 
was rebuilt with a distinct Victorian 
architectural flair. The town, orig-
inally designed by Jens Beckfor in 
a balanced 7×7 block grid during 
the 18th century, has continued to 
evolve, blending its rich past with a 
promising future.

OTF's preservation efforts are 
designed to protect key landmarks 
within the Frederiksted Historic 
District while educating locals and 

visitors alike about the town's cul-
tural and historical significance. At 
the same time, the organization is 
equally focused on revitalization, 
working tirelessly to foster eco-
nomic development, enhance public 
spaces, and improve the quality of 
life for residents. Recently, OTF was 
awarded a $100,000 grant through 
the 2024 USVI Housing Ecosystem 
Development Grant Program, funded 
by Enterprise Community Partners. 
The grant, intended to strengthen 
housing ecosystems and promote 
community growth, recognizes 
OTF’s deep-rooted commitment 
to positive change in Frederiksted. 
“With these funds, we will be able 
to further our mission of restoring 
and revitalizing Frederiksted, ensur-
ing that our residents have access 
to affordable and quality housing,” 
said Aimee Griles-Cariño, Executive 
Director of OTF.

Through a range of community ini-
tiatives such as town cleanups, 
public meetings, and collaborative 
events, OTF actively engages res-
idents in Frederiksted’s transfor-
mation. An upcoming highlight is 
“Rhythms at Sunset,” a night of live 
music, poetry, and local cuisine set 
against the breathtaking Frederik-
sted waterfront on Friday, October 
18th from 6pm to 9pm.
