Reopens After Seven Years

the world and inspire us to explore and 
achieve and contribute to improving our 
quality of life." // Sidney Sheldon - Amer-
ican writer and producer.

 For almost seven years, Florence Williams 
Public Library in downtown Christiansted 
was closed to the public after the dev-
astating category 5 hurricanes of 2017. 
The new and improved four- story library 
reopened in April 2024 with two levels 
dedicated to book lined shelves and a 
state- of-the-art computer area with the 

latest software programs. Visitors have 
access to digital audio books which are 
part of the integration of the Library for 
the Blind and Physically Challenged. 
Additionally, the library’s multipurpose 
room, which features video conferenc-
ing capabilities, host community events 
and other gatherings for the public.

Located in the heart of the Christiansted 
historical district, the library was named 
for the first native librarian in St. Croix, 
Florence Augusta Stephens Williams and 
was dedicated on September 15, 1974. 
Today, the fully air-conditioned library is 
equipped with Wi-Fi, comfortable read-
ing lounge areas, archives and special 
collections, a photo duplication lab, and 
government documents. With funding 
contributions from the Department of 
Interior and Federal Emergency Man-
agement Agency, the $702,775 recovery 
project was completed by Heights 

Construction & Supply LLC.

Florence Williams Public Library show-
cases a celebration of local culture within 
its walls. Brightly colored murals and 
framed paintings from renowned Cru-
cians artists can be seen throughout the 
space, adding a touch of artistic beauty 
that one must experience firsthand. One 
of the newest additions to the Florence 
Williams Public Library is the children’s 
room, which pays homage to the terri-
tory’s native history of the Taino, Carib 
and Arawak people. Here, children can 
get lost in a world of imagination within 
a Taino hut that provides a fun space for 
reading.

At the library’s ribbon cutting ceremony, 
Senate President Novelle Francis Jr. 
spoke of the critical role libraries play 
in today’s digital age. “For those in the 
community who question whether invest-
ments in our libraries are needed in this 
age of Google — consider that librar-
ies are more than checking out books. 
Libraries are where we access informa-
tion and resources, both traditionally and 
digitally,” he said, calling them a hub for 
community meetings that promote civic 
and social engagement and home to “our 
archives, our culture, our history.”

Florence Williams Public Library is 
located at 1122 King Street in downtown 
Christiansted on the corner of King Street 
and King Cross Street. It is open to the 
public Tuesday through Friday from 9am 
to 6pm and Saturday from 10am to 5pm.

at Art Party STX

You can’t spell ‘party’ without ART and 
that’s where Art Party STX comes into 
play! This creative initiative spearheaded 
by owner Zunnania (pronounced ZUH-
NUH-NAH-NAYA) Anderson started 
thanks to her passion of connecting with 
children through art. Originally from New 
York, Anderson began her professional 
journey as an artist and art educator in 
the public school system. She loved 
teaching children and seeing the way art 
made an impact in their lives; however, 
lack of funding often marred by politics 
was frustrating and resulted in Ander-
son going into private art teaching.

She relocated to St. Croix after the 
birth of her daughter and dived head-
first into creating community through 
art on the island. Her work with the 
Boys &amp; Girls Club and Caribbean 
Museum Center for the Arts in Frederik-
sted ignited the idea of Art Party STX. 
“Being connected with people and the 
youth was at the heart of my work at the 
Boys &amp; Girls Club,” recalled Ander-
son. “We worked on a mural for the club 
and the children there reminded me that 
there was no right or wrong way to create 
art.” After Anderson would show the chil-
dren how to create something a certain 
way, they would do it in the manner they 
were shown but would always revert to 
their way of creating. Their work was so 
incredible that Anderson took enlarged 

versions of their 
sketches and trans-
posed them onto the wall for the mural.

This experience helped shape Anderson 
as an educator, leading to a farm and 
art education collaboration with Jungle 
James, a sustainable eco-conscious 
farm in Frederiksted. The children in the 
Farm Art program (humorously known 
as F.A.R.T.) are welcomed into a lush 
garden filled with fun animal friends and 
inspired to express their creative skills as 
they learn about native plants and ani-
mals, the local ecosystem and nature. 
Next up for Art Party STX was activities 
centered on adults! Just Paint is a com-
munal painting experience where all 
participants work together on one large 
art piece. Complete with a live band 
providing the art instructions, a true 
intersection of music and art occurs in 
this unique experience. Anderson’s goal 
with Just Paint is to allow adults to lean 
into their creativity and show them that 
being creative is as easy as any ordinary
